Bidding was also strong
on the composite portion of
the sale, with a high of $2700
paid by BK&L] Laubsch,
Kapunda, for a Wonoka ram
with 41pc Wiltipoll, 48pc
White Dorper and 11pc Poll
Dorset genetics.

Wonoka co-principal San
Jolly said composites were
becoming an increasing fo-
cus for the stud.

“Probably in the past two
to three years there has been
a distinct shift to composites
with more fully shedding’
she said.

Ms Jolly was “very happy”

with the sale’s strength.

“We had some of our reg-
ular buyers back, which is
great to see, and a few new
clients as well as interstate
buyers,” she said.

Volume buyers were Kars
Pastoral Co, Strathalbyn,
which bought five compos-
ite rams to $2400, and Peter
Dowdle, Hamilton, Vic, who
bought two Wiltipolls and
three composites to $1600.
